Course Objectives:

1. To develop a vocabulary of terms related to the study of Biology

Essential functions:

1. listening and note-taking skills

2. organizational skills to keep a notebook

3. application of concepts

4. reading ability at the high school level

5. basic lab safety skills

6. critical thinking

Policies:

1. Chapter tests are announced at least 2 days in advance

2. Work missed due to an excused absence is the responsibility of the student.
**If you are absent the day an assignment is due, you will be expected to have that assignment with you on the day of your return
** If you are absent the day before a test, you will be expected to take the test as scheduled.  An exception will be granted if you are out for more than one day.

3. Days missed due to an extracurricular activity (i.e. volleyball, football, dance, Band, ROTC, ECT…) are not counted as absent and therefore you are responsible for the material missed including test announcements and assignments.  Be sure to find out what you missed ASAP.  You are responsible for assignments due and tests or quizzes announced.

4. Setting up an appointment for making up of a test or lab it the responsibility of the student.  You must set up an appointment with Mrs. Brightwell or Ms. Guilbeau within two days of your return to school.  You may set up an appointment for before school after school or during class.  If you decide to make up your test during class time you are responsible for the material you miss in class that day.  If you do not make an appointment with Ms. Guilbeau or Mrs. Brightwell within two days of your return the grade goes in as a zero.

5. Your textbook and notebook should go home with you for at least a 15 minute concentrated study session EVERY NIGHT!!

Grading:
